American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009

The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) – also known as the $787 billion “economic stimulus package” includes more than $130 billion for U.S. Department of Education programs and billions more for community- and job-related programs administered by other parts of the U.S. government. 

How and when will that money be distributed? Can you, your school, or your community get some? What can you do to ensure the money is spent wisely? Find out more below. 

Competitive Grants 

Administered by the U.S. Department of Education

· Race to the Top Fund: $4.35 billion for education reform; only states can apply. 

· Investing in Innovation Fund: $650 million for education reform; local educational agencies and nonprofits can apply. 

· Statewide Longitudinal Data Systems: $250 million to develop high-quality data systems; only states can apply. 

· Title I School Improvement Grants: $3.5 billion goes to states, which they in turn distribute as grants to local educational agencies. 

· State Educational Technology Grants: $650 million goes to states, which they in turn distribute as grants to local educational agencies.

Below is a fact sheet outlining the impact of U.S. Department of Education Recovery Act funding for the Capitol Region Education Council (CREC).

Title I, Part A– Supporting Low-Income Schools:

The ARRA provides $10 billion in additional Title I, Part A funds to state education agencies (SEAs) and local education agencies (LEAs) to support schools that have high concentrations of students from families that live in poverty in order to help improve teaching and learning for students most at risk of failing to meet state academic achievement standards.
$670,883 in Title I funds have been awarded to the Capitol Region Education Council (CREC).

Title II, Part D– Technology :

The primary goal of the Title II, Part D program is to improve student achievement through the effective use of technology in elementary and secondary schools. The program is also designed to ensure that every student is technologically literate by the end of Grade 8 and to encourage the effective integration of technology with teacher training and curriculum development to establish successful research-based instructional methods. 

 $16,623 in Title II, Part D –Technology funds have been awarded to the Capitol Region Education Council (CREC).

NSLP Equipment Assistance Grant:
The purpose of the NSLP equipment assistance grant is to provide funds to schools to purchase needed equipment authorized by the National School Lunch Program.
$13,114 in NSLP Equipment Assistance funds have been awarded to the Capitol Region Education Council (CREC).

The Charter School for Young Children on Asylum Hill
The Charter School for Young Children on Asylum Hill is a State Charter School managed by the Capitol Region Education Council.  It is a separate entity with 501(c) 3 status.
$19,406 in Title I funds have been awarded to the Charter School for Young Children on Asylum Hill.
