Purpose:       To provide educational and technical support to children
                     identified with mild/unilateral/fluctuating hearing loss or
                     another identified listening need within their public school
                     setting.

Components:

· Workshops to school personnel to provide information regarding the impact of the hearing loss on a child’s learning as well as to the optimal use of the an FM amplification system.
· Quarterly visits by an audiologist/audiology assistant to the school to monitor the FM system and personal hearing aid/s or cochlear implant processor and accessories.
· Prompt on-call repair of the FM equipment and provision of loan equipment when breakdowns occur.

· Earmolds for use with FM equipment made at no charge when applicable.

· Provision of all FM accessories for school FM equipment.

· A yearly evaluation by an audiologist to monitor the student’s hearing loss.  Additional evaluations will be made upon parental or school request, or as concerns occur.
· Advisement to the child’s Planning and Placement Team in regards to educational suggestions, the listening environment, and amplification needs.
