To provide educational and technical support to children
identified with auditory processing disorders within their public
school setting.
Components:

· Workshops to school personnel to provide information regarding the affects of the child’s auditory processing disorder on learning as well as to the optimal use of the FM mplification system.

· Quarterly visits by an audiologist/audiology assistant to the school to monitor the FM system.

· Prompt on-call repair of the FM equipment and provision of loans when breakdowns occur.

· Earmolds for use with FM equipment made free of charge when applicable.

· A yearly evaluation by an audiologist of the student’s auditory processing skill development.
· Advisement to the child’s Planning and Placement Team in regards to educational suggestions and amplification needs.
