Purpose:
To assess auditory processing abilities using a battery of
Auditory tests.  An auditory processing disorder is defined as an
impaired ability to discriminate, recognize or comprehend
auditory information given normal hearing and intelligence.

Soundbridge will accept referrals of children seven years of age
or older that fit within the testing criteria.  It is recommended
that a child with suspected auditory weaknesses be evaluated
with an auditory processing screening tool administered by a
speech/language pathologist prior to the referral.
Components:

· A complete audiological and auditory processing evaluation to assess a child’s auditory processing abilities. 

· An evaluation report describing the results and recommendations.

· Advisement to the Planning and Placement Team regarding recommendations.
