Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs)
Do I need a high school diploma?

Yes.  A GED is also accepted.

What degree will I receive?

You will receive college credits that you can use towards an Associate’s and Bachelor’s degree. 

How would credits be awarded?

These are approved courses through Charter Oak State College.  If you attend Charter Oak State College, the credits are automatically accepted. What is the time commitment? 

A three credit course is 45 hours of in class time and an additional 6 hours for homework and observations.
How will success be measured?

Success will be measured by completion of assignments that will be graded by rubrics.
Will I be getting any experiences in education settings?

Yes, you will be observing in classrooms.  Additionally, if you take the Internship, you will be in an educational setting daily for a period of four weeks.
