Title II, part D Enhancing Education Through Technology Grant (E2T2)

The Alliance Enhancing Education Through Technology grant provides school-based and/or district-based professional development (PD) for Connecticut schools/districts for the school year 2007-2008.  The Alliance of Regional Educational Service Centers will provide these services to public schools/districts, charter schools, and magnet schools.  

The focus of the professional development requests must address one or more of the following:

· Integration and infusion of technology in Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics (STEM) initiatives that are aligned to the CT curriculum frameworks for elementary and secondary classrooms; 

· Data-driven decision making;

· Strands of the new National Educational Technology Standards for Students (NETS*S) For a copy of the NETS*S go to: http://cnets.iste.org/students/s_stands.html;

· Models that assist administrators in promoting effective technology integration into teaching and learning;

· Scientifically-based research methods and strategies;

· Web page design review and assistance; 

· Curriculum development and implementation;

· Technology needs assessment;

· Technology planning and implementation.

Technology professional development activities and projects requested may take the form of classroom demonstrations, coaching, online or onsite instruction, planning, workshops, study groups, user support groups, integration strategies, and/or leadership team building.

There are three ways to apply:

1. Apply as a district for a district-wide initiative (2-4 days)

2. Apply as a district for multiple school professional development based on a common need (4-8 days)

3. Apply as an individual school for a school-based initiative (4-8 days).
The total number of days awarded will be based on regional allocation and quality of proposal. Services will be delivered from late September 2007 through June 30, 2008. Awards are contingent on availability of RESC Alliance staff to provide requested services. Final implementation will be based on collaborative planning between district/school staff and RESC staff.  All dates must be coordinated with your RESC contact and selected by November 16, 2007 or they will be reallocated to another applicant.

The following criteria will be used to review requests:

· Demonstrates adequate technology infrastructure and equipment to support service requested

· Connects to district technology plan

· Identifies increasing technology competencies as a goal

· Provides time and support for professional development activities and follow-up

· Reflects technology integration strategies and connection to curriculum standards

· Agrees to the development and submission of Successful Practices in Technology Integration, as shown at http://ctcurriculum.org/ctapp/bestpractice/index.aspx as evidence of the completion of professional development activities.
